The festival agenda has the following 3 main sessions:

1) Presentation of the developed product on the project. Rayna Yovcheva presented the project and the achieved
results and products on behalf of the Lead Partner. She presented the 2 Field surveys in Haskovo, the
developed short and long videos with traditional recipes from Haskovo and Merich, the Web platform "Virtual
Chef", the the "Haskovo & Merich cooking" application (still in process) and information and publicity in BG.
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Professor Dr. Ayhan Aytag from Trakiya University presented the field surveys in Merich.
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2) Signing of Memorandum of cooperation for Sustainable Tourism Development of Haskovo and Merich Regions.
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3) Presentation of traditional recipes from Haskovo and Merich with the opportunity to taste the traditional dishes
of both regions. The following dishes were presented from Haskovo: Banitsa with leek; Steamed banitsa;
Shepherd’s gyuvetch, Gorski izvor village; Stuffed Peppers with corn; Haricot bean with chickpeas. The
following dishes were presented from Merich: Liver wrap; Tapkana Cuska; Mamzana; Borek; Helva.
